Over this half term in Maths, children will be developing
their understanding of the 2,5,10 times tables.

Children will learn to recognise equal groups, doubling and
halving numbers.
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They will also focus on position and direction, recognising left and right, above,
below, forward and back.

This half term in English we will be studying ‘Tiddler’. The children will

develop their oracy skills through “Talk for Writing” lessons, along with
grammar input. They will use the skills they have learned to write poems,
fact files and narratives based on the stories they are studying.
In the second part of this half term, we will be studying “The Gruffalo”. The
children will continue to develop their oracy skills through Talk for Writing.
During this topic they will write a recount, character descriptions, and
narratives based on the text.

They will learn when and where the Great Fire started, and add it to the class history
timeline.
