HOW PARENTS CAN HELP:  

• Ensure your child arrives to school on time with everything s/he needs 

• Read with your child every day and have them log their reading in their reading record. Practise weekly spellings with your child as well as 
times tables 

• Have regular discussions with your child about the new school expectations and reminders about the changes to school life 

• Ensure your child has a quiet table to sit at and time allocated to do his/her home learning independently 

• Where possible, parents to encourage children to use their reasoning/thinking skills through the use these stems: ‘How would you 
explain….?’, ‘What are your thoughts on…..?’
